MICHIGAN STATE INITIATIVES TO IMPROVE
EDUCATIONAL OUTCOMES FOR INDIVIDUALS
WITH SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS
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The Michigan Department of Education (MDE) annually reports on statewide initiatives aimed at
improving educational outcomes in alignment with the Strategic Education Plan “Top 107 which
outlines eight priority goals. Educational achievements in Michigan demonstrate positive trends, this
study focuses specifically on initiatives targeting vulnerable student populations, particularly children
with special educational needs. The purpose of this study is to analyze selected strategic goals of the
Michigan Strategic Education Plan —namely Goal 1, Goal 2, Goal 4, and Goal 7 and to assess their
impact on improving educational services for students with disabilities and related learning challenges.
The research methodology is based on qualitative document analysis of official MDE annual reports for
the 2020 — 2025 academic years, legislative documents, grant descriptions, and program evaluations.
Comparative analysis and synthesis methods were applied to identify key trends, funding priorities, and
evidence-based practices implemented across early childhood, literacy development, secondary
education, and teacher workforce development. The results indicate that Michigan has made substantial
progress in expanding access to high-quality early childhood education through sustained investment in
the Great Start Readiness Program (GSRP) and targeted financial support for low-income families via
the MiLEAP initiative. Significant advances in early literacy were achieved through the adoption of
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comprehensive dyslexia legislation, statewide literacy screening, evidence-based reading interventions,
large-scale professional development initiatives such as LETRS, and substantial grant funding,
including the Section 35m and READ innovation grants. Federal Comprehensive Literacy State
Development (CLSD) grants supported inclusive literacy development for students from birth through
grade 12, particularly those with disabilities and limited English proficiency. Overall, the findings
demonstrate that Michigan’s strategic, data-driven, and inclusive approach has contributed to
measurable improvements in educational equity, literacy achievement, and support for students with
unique learning needs.
